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Raven Halfmoon
Editors: You focus on communicating messages about indigeneity 
and Caddo culture within your personal artwork and studio practice. 
What led you to this work?
Raven Halfmoon: The influence of my family, both on my 
mother’s side and my father’s side, strongly influenced me to 
incorporate messages about culture and identity in my work. 
Although I began drawing and painting as early as I can remem-
ber, as I evolved in age and experience, I reflected more and 
more upon not only our Tribal culture but also on the history of 
Native people in general. My maternal “Grammie” was Rebecca 
Halfmoon, and she was on the Caddo Tribal Council. Her father, 
Hubert Halfmoon, was the Tribal Chairman in the late 80s. My 
maternal great-grandmother was highly respected because of her 
work with the Indian Clinic in Oklahoma City, which was even 
named after her. My mother worked for the Caddo Nation for 
almost ten years, beginning when I was about five. I attended 
cultural summer camps and Caddo dances and saw my mother’s 

passion for her work in cultural preservation. Our family often 
traveled with my mother on trips to the Caddo homeland as part 
of her job—visiting places like Caddo Lake in East Texas and 
many museums with Caddo collections. 

My father also comes from a large extended Native family. His 
parents, who are Otoe and Cherokee, have always been passion-
ate about Native art and supporting Native artists. They have a 
phenomenal collection that is ever present in their home, and 
art is always the topic of discussion there. I grew up seeing the 
artwork of Archie Black Owl, Bennie Buffalo, Enoch Kelly Haney, 
and so many others at their home and at my uncle’s Native art 
gallery. My father has worked for the Cherokee Nation for well 
over ten years, supporting the efforts of the Tribal Government. 
We are a Native family; we always have been. Reflecting upon and 
incorporating my heritage into my work is natural because that 
is who I am. I am an enrolled citizen of the Caddo Nation, and 
I spent a lot of time there learning.

maker, to call attention to social injustices, and to share differing 
perspectives on history. This expression is perfect for my work 
because it gives voice to my ancestors, the Caddo people, and other 
Native Nations who have faced unfathomable hardships, and yet, 
we are still here. This narrative has become integral to my sculptures 
and audiences yearn to understand the meaning behind the pieces. 

However, as an artist, I want each individual to approach my 
work, experience it, and interpret it for themselves. Art is beautiful 
in that sense. We each bring our own histories and perspectives 
with us, and through those individualized eyes, the art takes on a 
unique meaning. I certainly am inspired by particular people or 
things when creating, but my hope is that my art speaks for itself 
and can stand on its own without me overdirecting the viewer.

Eds: Why do you use clay? What role does scale play in your work?
RH: For thousands of years, the Caddo people were known for 
their beautifully crafted and decorated pottery. However, due to 
contact and forced removal from our beloved homelands, we had 
lost much of the tradition and access to the clay sources we had 
used for millennia. Still, I was focused on painting and school, 
and it wasn’t until taking a ceramics class in college that my love 
for clay truly woke up. My mom joked that of course, I would 
love working with clay; it was in my DNA! I also saw the different 
patterns and symbols etched into the pottery when I visited the 
Arkansas Archaeological Survey while studying at the University 
of Arkansas. One of the reasons I selected that school is its pro-
gram for students who are enrolled citizens of the Tribal Nations 
indigenous to Arkansas. 

I greatly respect the Caddo pottery tradition, but I also knew 
early on that I wanted to create something new and make my mark 
with clay. During my anthropological studies, I became inspired by 
the Moai (Easter Island heads) and other large works. After graduat-
ing from college, I began to make fairly large-scale clay sculptures. 
Scale is very important in my work, and as my practice has evolved, 
so has my drive to see how large I can build. Building large is my 
way of creating a humbling and awe-inducing experience for the 
viewer. In my own experiences in nature, among the mountains of 
Montana and places like Yellowstone National Park, I was struck by 
how the scale humbled and inspired me. It created an awe-inducing 
silence. That is my inspiration for large-scale works—the idea of 
Native people unapologetically commanding and taking up space. 

Eds: What infrastructure do you have in place to construct, fire, finish, 
package, ship, and install your monumental sculptures? Is this a col-
laborative effort with the galleries that represent you? Do you work 
with studio assistants?
RH: Because of the scale of some of my recent works, I absolutely 
require support! Even finding a kiln large enough to accommodate 
my sculptures has been a challenge. Constructing is frequently 
done by myself but as my practice has grown, I have been lucky 
enough to work with a few studio assistants and artists who were 
able to help me build some of the largest pieces. I have often hired 
students from ceramics departments where I am on-site building 
and they have been a great asset. 

Crating and shipping are always vital steps in the process after 
the work is complete. Crates must be custom-built for each piece. 
My galleries and the museums where my pieces are shown fre-
quently financially support that effort. While I used to build my 
own crates, I greatly appreciate when the experts can handle that 
part. Installation often requires heavy equipment and, although 
high-fired clay is very sturdy, one must be very careful with ceram-
ics, using padding and great skill to set works into place.

Eds: Can you describe the ways that social activism and narrative 
expression have become a larger part of the ceramics field? How has 
this affected your career path? How has it impacted your studio work?
RH: I think it is very exciting that the ceramics field reflects the 
social activism of our time. In a way, that is exactly what art can do 
and has done through the millennia—art, ceramics, or otherwise, 
can be made to speak about the perspective or experience of the

Eds: Given how meaningful and emotional it can be to connect your 
sculptures with the ancient tradition and spirit of your ancestors, 
how do you recharge and protect your mental wellbeing while staying 
committed to your work?
RH: I have experienced, as many artists do, the intensity of work-
ing long hours at multiple jobs, hustling to find opportunities, 
and having to be my own accountant, business, and marketing 
manager, all while trying to stay creative and productive in the 
studio. I also feel responsible for conveying the history of my Tribe 
and sometimes the broader Native experience because of what I 
know about history. While working with the physicality of clay 
itself is very healing to me, as artists, we always experience mental 
and physical burnout. I have learned that to invest in the process 
fully and the spirit of my practice, I need to feel healthy, rested, 
inspired, and grounded. 

Physically, I have to heal my body after intense periods in 
the studio—building large-scale sculptures by hand, coil by coil, 
certainly takes a toll on the body. I have learned to tune in to 
my body’s needs. I have a massage therapist who helps my body 
recover. I stay active by running and doing other physical things, 
such as caring for my horses. My animals are such a blessing. They 
help remind me to take breaks, slow down, focus on them, and be 
present. I do find that I respond to seasonal changes—for example, 
I have always enjoyed the dark and quiet of winter for a time to 
build. I have learned to tune in to my needs so that I can bring 
my best to the creative process. I also have spiritual practices that 
I have learned from my family and Tribe.

Eds: How do you hope the larger community of viewers outside 
of the ceramics field will interpret your use of clay and what do 
you hope they will get from it? How is your clay work received 
by audiences who are more accustomed to other media in fine 
art galleries?
RH: I hope that my sculptures can be appreciated outside of 
the ceramics field for what they convey and how they speak to 
people. The medium for me has particular meaning because 
of my Tribe’s ancestral use of clay, and I hope audiences find 
that interesting and educational. The Caddo ceramic tradition 
has dramatically informed my overall process of working with 
clay. I love the idea of working with clay the way my ancestors 
did for thousands of years. Although I do not focus on repli-
cating traditional Caddo vessels, the symbols, shapes, forms, 
and even their approach to mixing clay for strength—these 
ceramic traditions continue to live in my work. For example, 
my piece Caddo Effigy Sisters emulates the form of Caddo 
water bottles. The clay body I use is a unique mix I created 
that is a dark chocolate color—a nod to the clay my ancestors 
often used in our homelands coming from rivers such as the 
Red River and the Kiamichi River. My works have been very 
well received by a number of museums and fine art galleries 
and I remain grateful for the number of museums that have 
acquired my sculptures for their permanent collections. This 
tells me that my work is reaching broader audiences.

Eds: How are you inviting a collector to be invested in clay?
RH: I hope collectors appreciate the deep connections and rich 
history of clay and ceramics in my culture and other Native 
cultures. It is an ancient practice and medium used by genera-
tions of people who developed a scientific-level understanding 
of its structure, abilities, and strength. It is a living thing that 
requires in-depth knowledge of how it dries, how it reacts to 
heat and fire, and how it can be tempered to strengthen it. 
And when all of these techniques are employed well, a ceramic 
piece can live to be hundreds of years old. In my culture, we 
revere the earth as a life-giving entity; when working with 
this element, you are connected to it. If you have seen the 
ancient ceramics of my ancestors and other Tribal cultures in 
North and South America, you see the artisans’ mastery level. 
Ceramics are fine art, and I hope collectors appreciate the 
beauty, history, and technique of working with clay.

Eds: You’ve stated that the Caddo culture is matrilineal and that 
your inspiration often draws from the experiences and identities 
of the women in your family and ancestral line. What does your 
family make of your work?
RH: My family are some of my biggest supporters. As far 
back as I can remember, my parents have encouraged me to 
pursue art. They have helped me apply for grants and residen-
cies, have been my proofreaders, and have weighed in on my 
work. My parents, grandparents, aunts, and uncles remain 
sources of support and strength for me. I have been so blessed 
to have a family that not only respects art but also has a deep 
appreciation for Native art. Even my broader Tribal family 
encourages me and supports me as an artist. There was never

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an expectation placed on me to do anything other than what I 
chose, and perhaps it is that very freedom that inspired me to pay 
homage to my ancestral line while, at the same time, putting forth 
my voice and identity as a contemporary female Native artist.

Eds: You’ve garnered attention as an Indigenous woman artist, mak-
ing work centered on identity. How has your artwork and success 
impacted those communities with which you are connected?
RH: I am so thankful for my Tribal community and for fellow 
Native artists who have inspired and supported me. I have had 
positive feedback from some Native individuals who have seen 
my work in person. One of the most heartwarming was a gentle-
man who shared that he took his children each weekend to see my 
sculptures because it was like attending church for them. He said 
it was a healing and powerful experience, and they wanted to be 
around the sculptures. That was truly something I will never forget. 

I design my figures to be powerful or to convey a certain feeling. 
They demand your attention, and they do dare to take up space. 
I hope my Tribal community, my home state of Oklahoma, and 
the supportive network of artists, museums, curators, and galleries 
continue to respect my vision as an artist. Art is very personal to 
both the maker and those who admire it—even if my work is not 
someone’s favorite, I appreciate the art community’s support of an 

artist being true to their vision. I hope my art helps Native people 
feel they are seen and helps the public understand that Native 
people are still here. So often, it feels like we are an invisible sector 
in society. My art has been a way of saying, “We are still here, and 
we are still powerful.” Any success I have is born from the brilliance, 
intelligence, strength, and resilience of my ancestors, my culture, 
and my family. I greatly respect the role of women in my culture 
and in Native society; they are life-givers, caregivers, and the pil-
lars of strength and love that nourish families and communities.

Eds: Do you feel that your identity as an artist has changed or grown 
over time?
RH: At a baseline level, my identity as an artist has always been 
present. I have identified as an artist from a very young age; in a 
sense, that fundamental identity never changes. What changes are 
the mediums I work with, my subject matter, my inspiration, and 
my overall technical expertise. I will always identify as an artist; it is 
who I am. But as an artist, I want to continue to evolve in terms of 
knowing myself, challenging myself, and staying curious, creative, 
and inspired. I remain a female, a Tribal citizen, and an artist, 
among other titles. All of those identities merge into my work.

The Leach Pottery has secured £3.49m ($4.58m) 
funding from the National Lottery Heritage Fund to 
support the development of the Leach Pottery in St Ives, 
Cornwall.

the next 100 years. Their capital program will invest in 
new learning and production studio facilities, repair 
and conserve historic buildings, and reinterpret the site 
through new displays and exhibition spaces. The project 
will significantly enhance the visitors’ experience and 
create more opportunities to engage in the unique story 
of the internationally renowned site.

Additionally, Leach Pottery is set to expand with the 
creation of seven new jobs. The six new roles are funded by 
the National Lottery Heritage Fund as part of the major 
development of the historic pottery and include:

•	 Two new coordinator roles within the learning program, 
Make with Leach. Make with Leach offers participants 
who would otherwise face barriers accessing the Leach 
Pottery ways of engaging with the pottery and ideas of 
the Leach Pottery.  

•	 A Communications and Marketing Apprentice to sup-
port the delivering Leach Pottery’s communications and 
marketing on a day-to-day basis. 

•	 A Volunteer Coordinator who will help ensure that the 
Leach Pottery evolves as a nurturing and exciting place 
for volunteers to be part of the team.

There are also three roles relating to the development of 
the new on-site museum: 

•	 An Interpretation Lead to support interpretation of the 
redevelopment of the Leach Pottery site that will cater 
to diverse audiences.

•	 An Interpretation Curator to develop new museum 
displays. This will include creating opportunities for 
creating content with the local St Ives community and 
the national studio pottery community. 

•	 A Curatorial Assistant, Collections, to develop and 
deliver interpretive content and support all aspects of 
preparing collection displays, exhibitions, and loans 
across the site.

The Leach Pottery is managed by the Bernard Leach 
(St Ives) Trust Ltd, a registered charity founded in 2005. The 
Trust’s primary objectives are to further the development of 
studio pottery, provide training in the art, craft, and making 
of pottery, and advance the public’s education of the life and 
work of Bernard Leach and his circle.

Jack Earl
1934–2023
Jack Earl was born outside of the small town of Uniopolis, Ohio. He took an early inter-
est in drawing and painting as a child, and after taking high school art classes, decided to 
pursue a career as an art teacher. He received his BA from Bluffton College in 1956 where 
he was introduced to ceramics. After teaching high school and grade school for seven years, 
he pursued an MA in ceramics at The Ohio State University. He continued his teaching 
career, working as an instructor at the Toledo Museum of Art and as an associate professor 
at Virginia Commonwealth University until 1978, before he and his family packed up and 
found a new home in Lakeview, Ohio. 

Jack was known for his philosophical and whimsical, figurative porcelain work that reflected 
his outlook growing up and living in the Midwest. He was the first artist in residence at the 
Kohler Company. Jack also authored a book of poems and stories, Just For The Fun Of It. 
His ceramic work is displayed across the world, including in the Smithsonian Museum.

1939–2024
Jerry Chappelle was born in Fredericktown, Missouri. He graduated from 
Murray State University with an undergraduate degree in art and went on to 
pursue a Master’s Degree from the University of Minnesota.

In 1970 Jerry, his wife Kathy, and their three children moved from 
Minnesota to Georgia where he accepted a position teaching ceramics at the 
University of Georgia and started Happy Valley Pottery. In 1976, Jerry left 
teaching at the University of Georgia and he and his wife worked full time pro-
ducing pottery and attending the ACC (American Craft Council) shows. Jerry 
played a large role in developing the arts in Georgia, especially Watkinsville, 
Oconee County, Georgia, where he was one of the founders of the Oconee 
Cultural Arts Foundation. Additionally, he served on the board of several art 
organizations in and out of Georgia.

The Chappelles were world-renowned artists and have been featured in 
hundreds of magazines and newspapers. Their successful pottery business was 
in operation for 54 years.

Patrick Dougherty
1951–2023
Patrick earned a BFA from Northern Kentucky University and he went on to 
earn an MFA from Clemson University. He taught ceramics at the collegiate 
level for six years, at the former Edgecliff College of Xavier University, and later 
at Northern Kentucky University.

After teaching, Patrick became a self-employed studio potter for over 30 years. 
He taught numerous ceramic workshops and worked with teens with disabilities 
at the Point/Arc of Northern Kentucky. He also studied and created architectural 
ceramics for locations across the US. He became Vice-President/Art, Design, 
and Development at Rookwood Pottery in 2011 for a brief time. His studio is 
located at Queen City Clay, in Norwood, Ohio, and will remain in use as an 
educational space for architectural ceramics and for visiting artists in residence.

Patrick’s work was recognized nationally in more than 25 books and peri-
odicals, including “Smithsonian Magazine,” “American Craft,” and “Masters 
of Earthenware.” Patrick received over 35 awards for his work and his pieces 
have appeared in over 100 exhibits, including the prestigious Smithsonian Craft 
Shows of 2005 and 2009.

Mishima Kimiyo
1932–2024
Mishima was one of the most prominent and widely exhibited of the first 
generation of Japanese women artists who used clay as a medium. Her realistic 
depictions of discarded newspapers, print materials, cardboard containers, 
and other refuse were metaphors for the “throwaway” nature of contemporary 
mass media.   

Born in Osaka, Mishima was first a painting student in Tokyo, but after 
her marriage to Mishima Shigeji, she returned to Osaka. In the 1970s, she 
developed an interest in silk-screening such “informational” materials to cre-
ate sculptures formed from clay. As a result of receiving a Rockefeller Grant in 
1986-87, the art scene in New York became an influential part of her develop-
ment. Her work continued to evolve, and her witty, metaphorical sculptures 
were exhibited internationally. Today Mishima’s sculptures are found in museum 
collections around the world. In 2021 she was awarded the Gold Prize for life-
time achievement by the Japan Ceramic Society.  Her career was recently the 
focus of a retrospective exhibition at the Nerima Art Museum and is currently 
featured in the American touring exhibition, “Radical Clay––Contemporary 
Women Artists from Japan.”

Spencer Davis
1924–2024
Spencer attended Miami University in Oxford, Ohio, until he was called 
to serve in World War II. Before deployment he married Betty Jane Emery. 
Spencer returned to Ohio, and graduated from the College of Commerce 
and Administration at The Ohio State University in 1948. After graduation 
he joined The American Ceramic Society as assistant secretary. There he saw 
a need for a trade magazine, and in 1952 he became cofounder and publisher 
of Ceramics Monthly magazine. A few years later he became the sole owner 
of the world’s premier publication for ceramic artists and potters. In 1996 
Spencer retired and was looking for the right home for his magazine and its 
staff and sold Ceramics Monthly to The American Ceramic Society, located 
in Westerville, Ohio.

social media for years until we met online for this article. His mom 
was a full-time production potter and he did not want to pursue clay 
but after starting work at the Union Project he tells me, “. . . around 
2017, I sat in on a workshop with Kevin Snipes and it clicked that 
ceramics could be a powerful medium for illustration and story-
telling. I could blend my love of drawing and printmaking with 
my love of 3D design and the intimacy of the handheld object.” 
He holds a bachelor’s in fine art from Carnegie Mellon University 
and a master’s in teaching from Chatham University. He did not 
study ceramics but participated in a rigorous program of art inquiry 
with 2D and 3D design. Having the focus on academic concepts 
rather than craft left Berezin feeling pressure to settle on a medium 
as well as leaving him burnt out. Gathering himself after college, 
he began working with clay for himself and slowly started putting 
his work out there. Today he embraces clay as the perfect synthesis 
for his love of illustration and 3D handmade form. 

The Give and Take of Parenting

Berezin became a papa during Covid. The strain of parenting an 
infant and working remotely was too much during lockdown, and 
he left his job at the Union Project in 2021 to focus on being a stay-
at-home dad. He shared how being able to sneak into his studio for 
an hour or two while his son napped was crucial, “Clay has been 
the most grounding for me. Isolated parenthood is a thing. There’s 
something about stay-at-home parenting, maintaining your own 
identity, and keeping it separate from your child who is your focus 
24/7. Having clay as an outlet has helped me hold onto my sense of 
personhood outside of parenthood and honestly, if I’m away from 
it for even a few days I get depressed quickly.” Acknowledgments 
of identity and personal needs surface in his work. A bear on a 
plate huffs, “I could use a hug.” A crocodile sobs, “Sometimes I 
just need a good cry.” And an opossum snarls, “I prefer my own 
company.” The puns gloss a deeper aspect of Berezin’s humor and 
can sometimes be the best mask for difficult truths lodged between 

Animals are speaking to us. Can you hear them? Milo Berezin is 
listening. From a plate a frog croaks, “oh HELL no,” from a bowl 
a worm gurgles, “DIG deep,” from a vase a ladybug on a dandelion 
flutters, “FINE and dandy.” The animals’ words express things we 
all want to say. Berezin lovingly handbuilds the forms and playfully 
decorates the surfaces in small batches when he has momentary 
breaks from being a full-time dad. Creative time happens in bursts 
in his studio, a converted office in his Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, 
home that he shares with his husband, son, and animals.

As I’ve spent time with Berezin’s ceramics, I find myself drawn 
into the pathos that’s hinted at in the challenges posed by his 
works’ transitions and movements. The stories I’m drawn to 
have an arc that travels and characters that weave between plot 
lines through mountains and valleys of drama. Stories can help 

us recognize feelings buried within ourselves, and help us find 
our ground. Sometimes our ground is clay, and sometimes our 
characters are animals. 

Berezin’s work is vibrant like the nature he so gleefully mimics. 
This playfulness appears in raising his son, preserving his studio 
practice, and witnessing the movements of the seasons we all live 
through. There are robust creative and magical elements to his art 
that inscribe his pottery with a poetry of empathy and tenderness 
for us to receive, share, and feel.

We first met in 2018 during the National Council on Education 
for the Ceramic Arts (NCECA) conference. Berezin was an arts 
administrator for the Union Project, a community arts nonprofit 
housed in a repurposed Gothic Revival–style church in the 
Highland Park neighborhood of Pittsburgh. I followed him on 
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Place your tar-paper template onto the 
slab, then cut around it, holding your 
knife at a 45° angle. 

Roll a thin coil that is long enough to 
wrap around the interior of the base, then 
attach it just below the bottom edge.

Define the shape of the spout using the 
flat edge of a rib. Move the rib in a diag-
onal downward motion.

Cut a bevel on the shorter curved edges, 
score and apply slip to the bevels, and 
then press the edges together.

Cut a circle to fit into the base, then bev-
el its edge. Score, apply slip, and attach 
it to the coil and the wall of pitcher.

Insert a round cookie-cutter form into the 
top rim to bring it true after manipulating 
the spout.

Support the interior surface of the seam 
while you compress the outer surface 
with a pony roller. 

Create a spout by pulling the rim into a 
teardrop shape using your pointer finger 
and the edge of a rubber rib for support.

For the handle, pinch a ball of clay in the 
middle while rotating it to create a finger-
bone-shaped form.

Using the table surface as a base, begin 
pinching at one end, working your way 
toward the middle.

Score and apply slip to the handle and the pitcher, 
then attach them together. Compress, smooth, and 
refine the attachment with a rubber rib.

Add detail to the 
shapes by carving 
more lines.

Continue pinching on each side until a 
tapered arch forms and you are satisfied 
with the size and shape.

Define a pattern on the 
vessel using a sharp-
ened needle tool.

Using a hake brush, work in 
small sections to apply a layer of 
underglaze to the bisqueware.

Remove any excess clay from each side 
of the handle at the connection points 
using angled V cuts.

Continue to carve in 
each block of space 
with more lines.

Remove the excess underglaze 
with a rubber rib to reduce 
waste and save underglaze.

Use a damp sponge to remove additional underglaze 
from the clay surface. Continue this until you expose 
the entire carved pattern underneath.

Applied with a brush, it 

takes 2–3 coats to really get good coverage, or you 

can add a little more water or Darvan to the recipe 

and dip your pieces successfully.

The stain works best when mixed to a watery 

consistency to flow in incised lines.The percentage of colorant can be increased or 

decreased depending on the desired effect, as well 

as watered down. Other colorants can be used such 

as light rutile, copper carbonate, and red iron oxide. 

To apply, I use an 18-gauge needle applicator to 

trace over the incised lines, then wipe the excess 

off the surface. A fine brush works well too. I wear 

gloves during application.

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My cocktail cup was designed to feel ceremonial. This idea 

was a departure from most of my work, which, while celebra-

tory, tends to be more practical for use in everyday life. The 

cocktail-cup design is true to the themes of repetition found 

throughout my work, but it allows me to explore a more indul-

gent form. Scalloping is a pattern that I am particularly fasci-

nated by and incorporate into multiple elements and at various 

scales to form the stem and stacking tiers that comprise the 

cup itself. 

Creating the Bases

To build the cocktail cups, roll out 1/8-inch-thick porcelain 

slabs—I use Standard 365 Grolleg Porcelain. Because the slabs 

are manipulated so much while constructing this form, I prefer 

to use clay that is in a very plastic state (straight from the bag).

I use custom cutters that I made with a make-your-own 

cookie-cutter set, but paper templates could also be used for 

this step (1). Begin by cutting out three differently sized scal-

loped circles from the soft slabs (2). These will be the bases of 

each tier of the cup. 

Next, stack the bases by size with the largest on the bottom. 

Offset the scallops and lightly trace the outline of each base 

onto the one below (3). Repeat the tracing 1/4 inch inside the 

original outline, then use a needle tool to cut along this inner 

line (4). Cutting the shaped opening 1/4 inch smaller than the 

next tier creates a ledge for that tier to sit on.

Forming the Walls

To form the walls of the largest tier, begin by cutting a long 

strip of clay from a slab. The strip is 11/2 inches wide on the

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Growing up in northeast Oklahoma, my introduction to art 

came in quiet moments of curiosity: looking over my grand-

mother’s sewing table, fumbling around in her embroidery 

projects, and cleaning hobby pottery with my aunt during each 

summer vacation. My paternal grandmother, the mother of 

two boys, sparked my love for heirloom quilts and in my un-

dergraduate studies, my work explored ideas of women’s work, 

feminine symbolism, and matrilineal transmission of tradition. 

Using clay reminiscent of Oklahoma red dirt, inscribed with 

traditional quilt patterns, I build vessels meant for daily use. 

Borrowing template methods from sewing, pattern inspiration 

from quilt blocks, and soft-sanded surfaces, my practice trans-

ports me from my studio to my grandmother’s garage-adjacent 

sewing room—surrounded by stacked patterns and soft fabrics, 

and observing her hands hard at work. Quilts and dishes of-

ten represent a matrilineal inheritance of family heirlooms and 

traditions while connecting loved ones across time and table. 

Interlacing drawing with tactile handbuilding techniques in 

the vessels that I make allows me to participate in that ongoing 

conversation at my table as well as in other homes where my 

work is found/used. Consistency with Templates
Tar paper is an essential part of my practice as it offers form 

consistency while still leaving room for individuality in each 

piece. As an inexpensive, flexible, and durable material, it’s per-

fect for making reusable templates for your forms. While there 

are many ways to make a template, from using pencil and paper 

to using Papercraft software (www.papercraft3d.com), the web-

site templatemaker.nl is a great free resource for simple forms 

like this pitcher (see template on page 23). 
Handbuilding the Pitcher

To begin, roll out a slab roughly ¼ inch thick that is large 

enough for your tar-paper template and a circular slab for 

the base. Rib the slab on both sides to compress it. Place the 

tar-paper template on the slab and cut out around the edges.
